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COURSE OUTLINE:

This course will survey the regulatory regime and practical considerations relating to banking establishments, management and operations.  Although the primary focus will be on Armenia’s banking laws and regulations, each topic will be discussed from the point of view of international best practices, national regulatory framework and current practice.  In addition to presenting the system, the course aims to raise analytical and critical awareness of a wide range of legal issues connected with banking arrangements and operations, including but not limited to drafting internal policies for banks, composing model contracts for a wide range of banking instruments, and settling legal disputes arising from banking activity. 
OBJECTIVES:

At the end of the course students will be able to:

· Distinguish fundamental principles and concepts of the banking legislation;

· Comparatively assess weaknesses and strengths of legal requirements applied to banking;

· Comprehend the scope of banking regulation and supervision, as well as regulatory tools and capacities;

· Understand processes related to the establishment, management and functioning of banks;

· Recognize the main requirements and key peculiarities of banking operations and transactions;
· Apply banking regulations and internal procedures.
SYLLABUS:

· Introduction to banks and banking activity;

· Establishment and licensing requirements of banks;

· Corporate governance principles in banks;

· Regulation and supervision over banks: BIS principles and national requirements;

· Legal relationships between banks and customers;

· Restructuring, administration of insolvency and liquidation of banks;

· Banking operations and instruments;

· International banking;

· Bank secrecy, anti-money laundering requirements in banking.

DURATION/SCHEDULE: 20 hours. The classes will be conducted on Tuesdays and Fridays from 18:30-20:30.
