AUA Law Students’ study recognized at Conference as foundation for legislative amendments.
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On May 17, 2010, second year LL.M. students Marina Tashchyan and Irina Kharatyan participated in a Conference organized by the Yerevan State University and Student Scientific Association on “Criminal Procedural Law and Prospective Developments in Republic of Armenia”.
