About the Producer
SHIRAK KHOJAYAN
Born in Baghdad, Iraq in 1943. 
Headed the Film Production Unit at the Iraqi State TV until 1977. Moved to the United States in 1977 and in 1979 created the first Armenian language TV program "The Armenian Teletime", worked on many Hollywood movies as a Film editor and/or Director of Photography such as The Norseman, The Evictors, The Legend of Boggy Creek II, Sacred Ground, and many more.
"Aragil, the White Stork" is a product of a 2 year research and production.

The White Stork Project
The White Stork Project focuses on using the very common and abundant White Stork as a potential bio-indicator of environmental changes in Armenia. By studying migration patterns and reproductive ecology of White Storks, it will be possible to determine potential impacts of climate change and increased pesticide/herbicide use in Armenia. The project is unique in that it uses villagers as citizen scientists or 'Nest Neighbors' in the data collection process.
