Mark McCarthy is a Professor of Public Health and honorary consultant in public health medicine in the department of Epidemiology and Public Health, University College London since 1979, and was Director of Public Health for Camden and Islington Health Authority from 1991-97. He graduated at Cambridge University and University College London, MSc (social medicine) at London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine and PhD (social administration) at London School of Economics. He led an international medical relief team in Beirut, Lebanon, has been advisor to the ministries of Health in Iraq and Jordan, and undertaken work with the World Health Organization European Region and the European Commission. He was a member of the Greater London Council's Health Committee and the Management Committee of the Kings' Fund for London.

Professor McCarthy's research interests are on the application of public health knowledge in urban settings. He has undertaken research on a wide range of practical public health issues, including chronic disease control, organization of health systems, collaboration between health and local authorities, and has a special interest in transport and health. He has undertaken health needs assessments, health profiles and health monitoring at local level, and developed strategies for action with public, voluntary sector and commercial agencies. His current interest is towards public health in European cities.
