Abstract of the Presentation
Copyright deals with the rights of creators of intellectual or artistic works, such as computer programs, books, paintings or drawings.  Such works exist only after they are embodied in a physical object. But some of them exist without embodiment in a physical object. For example music or poems are works even if they are not, or even before they are, written down by musical notation or words. Copyright law, however, protects only the form of expression of ideas, not the ideas themselves. The creativity protected by copyright law is creativity in the choice and arrangement of words, musical notes, colors, shapes and so on. Copyright law protects the owner of rights in artistic works against those who “copy”, that is to say those who take and use the form in which the original work was expressed by the author.  Each country has its own rules and protection on Copyright.  Come learn about the similarities and differences in terms of Copyright protection provided within the Armenian, Russian, US and European Union context.
