He has worked in areas related to the tax treatment of capital gains, philanthropy, pensions, small businesses, corporate accounting, inheritances, nonprofits, and tax evasion, among others. His research on the behavioral effects of taxes, and on entrepreneurship, and philanthropy, is published in the Journal of Public Economics, Journal of Political Economy, the Review of Economics and Statistics, the Quarterly Journal of Economics, the Rand Journal of Economics, the National Tax Journal, among others. He has taught at Yerevan State University (Fulbright, 2005), and briefly served as a technical advisor to Treasury at the Ministry of Finance in Slovakia (1993) and that of Armenia (1994).
