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About the lecturer:

Arthur Berd was born and grew up in Yerevan, where, during school studies and various Olympiads, he made friends with his future colleagues and co-founders of Ayb Club and Ayb Educational Foundation. He graduated from the Moscow Institute of Physics and Technology, where he studied theoretical physics at the Lebedev Physical Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences. He did postgraduate study at the Landau Institute for Theoretical Physics, and afterwards at Stanford University, where he combined the studies of theoretical physics and cosmology in the physics department with studies of financial markets in the business school.
After getting his Ph. D., Arthur worked in such leading Wall Street companies as Morgan Stanley, Goldman Sachs, and Lehman Brothers. There, he has been recognized among the top three strategists in the USA on credit derivatives investments.

More recently Arthur worked at investment companies where he now supervises the strategy of investments in the markets of risky assets in Capital Fund Management, a French hedge fund.  
Alongside with commercial activities, he devotes a lot of time to scientific researches in the field of finance and investments. He is a member of the editorial board of the Journal of Credit Risk, the editor of the book “Lessons of the financial crisis” to be published in the fall of 2010, and the founder and coordinator of the financial section in the global electronic research repository www.arXiv.org.

Presently, Arthur lives and works in Paris. He is married and has two daughters, Ani and Nairi.
